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As a prerequisite to annexation, the City is required to prepare a report setting forth, among other 
items, how the area qualifies for annexation according to the North Carolina General Statutes and 
plans for the extension of each major municipal service to the area proposed to be annexed. This 
report has been prepared to fulfill such requirements and includes:

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INTRODUCTION 
 

Pursuant to the authority vested in the Board of Aldermen of the City of Southport by Chapter 160A, Article 
4A, Part 2 of the General Statutes of North Carolina, a Resolution of Intent to consider annexation of the area 
described in this document was adopted by the Board of Aldermen on March 10, 2011. A public information 
meeting to explain this report and answer questions regarding the proposed annexations will be held on April 
26, 2011. A public hearing before the Southport Board of Aldermen will be held on May 19, 2011 on the 
question of annexation. Notices of the public information meeting and public hearing will be mailed to owners 
of real property located in the area to be annexed as shown on Brunswick County tax records. A notice of this 
meeting will also be published in a locally circulated newspaper in accordance with statutory requirements.  
 
The North Carolina General Assembly recognizes the extension of municipal boundaries through annexation as 
a desirable mechanism to promote sound urban development and to assure adequate provision of 
governmental services. Section 160A-33 of the North Carolina General Statutes contains the following 
declaration of policy:  
 
1. That sound urban development is essential to the continued economic development of North Carolina; 

 
2. That municipalities are created to provide the governmental services essential for sound urban 

development and for the protection of health, safety and welfare in areas being intensively used for 
residential, commercial, industrial, institutional and governmental purposes or in areas undergoing such 
development; 
 

3. That municipal boundaries should be extended in accordance with legislative standards applicable 
throughout the State, to include such areas and to provide the high quality of governmental services 
needed therein for the public health, safety, and welfare; 
 

4. That new urban development in and around municipalities having a population of less than 5,000 persons 
tends to be concentrated close to the municipal boundary rather than being scattered and dispersed as in 
the vicinity of larger municipalities, so that the legislative standards governing annexation by smaller 
municipalities can be simpler than those for larger municipalities and still attain the objectives set forth in 
this section; and 
 

5. That areas annexed to municipalities in accordance with such uniform legislative standards should receive 
the services provided by the annexing municipality in accordance with NCGS 160A-35(3). 

 
NCGS 160A-36 sets forth the qualification standards which must be met for a municipality to annex an area. 
Generally, the standards describe areas that: 
 

 Are adjacent or contiguous to the current municipal boundary and share a portion of border; 
 

 Are urbanized or are in the process of becoming urbanized; 
 
The report contains statements of how the area proposed for annexation meets the above referenced 
requirements of NCGS160A-36. The report also contains certain required maps and descriptions of how each 
major municipal service, including police protection, fire protection, solid waste collection, street 
maintenance, water service and sewer service, will be extended to the area following annexation. The method 
of financing each of those services to be extended is also described. The report also contains a statement on 
fire protection and on fire insurance rates in the proposed annexation area. Additionally, the report contains a 
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statement showing how the proposed annexation will affect the CityΩǎ ŦƛƴŀƴŎŜǎ ŀƴŘ ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜǎΣ ƛƴŎƭǳŘƛƴƎ 
estimates of revenue changes. As required, this latter statement will be delivered to the Clerk to the Board of

As required, this report is being made available in the Southport City /ƭŜǊƪΩǎ ƻŦŦƛŎŜ ŀǘ ƭŜŀǎǘ ǘƘƛǊǘȅ όолύ Řŀȅǎ 
before the scheduled public information meeting date on April 26, 2011. 
 
The proposed effective date of the annexation is July 1, 2012, which according to annexation statutes must not 
be less than one year, nor more than four hundred (400) days from the date of passage of the annexation 
ordinance by the Board of Aldermen.

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STATEMENT SHOWING THAT THE AREA PROPOSED TO BE ANNEXED MEETS THE STANDARDS SET 
FORTH IN PART 2, ARTICLE 4A OF CHAPTER 160A OF THE NORTH CAROLINA GENERAL STATUTES 
 
Statutory Qualifications for Annexation: The following statement demonstrates the compliance of Area A with 
the statutory standards for annexation by the City of Southport. 
 
NCGS 160A-36(b) requires that the annexation area must be (1) contiguous with the annexing municipality, (2) 
the area must share a 1/8th common perimeter boundary with the annexing municipality, and (3) the area may 
not be within the corporate boundary of another municipality. These characteristics are satisfied as follows:

(2) Common Boundary: Area A shares 4,437.672 feet of its 25,589.654 foot long perimeter with the 
City of {ƻǳǘƘǇƻǊǘΩǎ primary corporate limits. This ratio calculates to 17.34%, which exceeds the 
statutorily required 1/8th (12.5%) common boundary requirement.  

 
(3) Unincorporated: No part of Area A is within the corporate limits of another municipality.   

 
Furthermore, NCGS 160A-36(c) requires that an area proposed for annexation must be developed for urban 
purposes at the time of the approval of the annexation report. The area must meet or exceed only one of 
three standards defined in this statute. One of these three standards is the Use & Subdivision Test (NCGS 
160A-36(c)(1)). Area A is developed for urban purposes according to the standards set forth by this test as 
demonstrated below: 
 

Use & Subdivision Test Standards: At least sixty percent (60%) of the total number of lots and tracts in 
the area must be used for residential, commercial, industrial, institutional, or government purposes, 
and the area must be subdivided into lots and tracts such that at least sixty percent (60%) of the total 
acreage, not counting the acreage used for commercial, industrial, governmental or institutional 
purposes, consists of lots and tracts three (3) acres or less in size. 
 
With regard to the use portion of the test, Area A has 239 total lots and tracts, of which 195 are used 
for either residential or nonresidential urban purposes (shown on the included land use map). 
Therefore, 81.6% of the lots are used for urban purposes, which exceeds the statutorily required 
minimum of sixty percent (60%). 
 
With regard to the subdivision portion of the test, Area A contains 196.763 acres of residential and 
undeveloped acreage. Of this amount, 122.67 acres are subdivided into lots and tracts three (3) acres 
or less in size.  This returns a ratio of 62.3%, which exceeds the statutorily required minimum of sixty 
percent (60%). 

 
Based on the above stated qualifications, the proposed annexation area complies with all statutory 
requirements of NCGS 160A-36(b) and NCGS 160A-36(c). 
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STATEMENT SETTING FORTH THE PLANS FOR EXTENDING MAJOR MUNICIPAL SERVICES TO THE 
AREA PROPOSED TO BE ANNEXED AND THE METHOD BY WHICH THE CITY PROPOSES TO FINANCE 
THE EXTENSION OF EACH SERVICE. 
 
The CityΩǎ normal planning, programming, budgeting and implementation procedures will be used to finance 
and implement the services that will be provided to the area proposed for annexation. Upon and after the 
effective date of the annexation, all major City services will be made available in the annexed area in the same 
manner as they are presently available within the current City limits. The Board of Aldermen will designate 
funds to cover necessary expenses on or before the effective date of annexation through the CityΩǎ annual 
budget process. The following are descriptions of the current level of service and plans for extending those 
services that are required by the North Carolina General Statutes. 
 

POLICE PROTECTION 
 
Current Level of Service  
The City of Southport Police Department provides police protection services within the City of Southport on a 
24 hour per day basis. Services provided by the Department include patrol, investigations, traffic enforcement, 
narcotics, and a community resource and information program. The Department employs 11 full time sworn 
law enforcement officers. The DeparǘƳŜƴǘΩǎ Ŧǳƭƭ ǘƛƳŜ ǎǿƻǊƴ ƻŦŦƛŎŜǊǎ are supplemented by two sworn reserve 
officers that are available to fill in for officers who are on leave or during special events. The Department also 
employs one full time and three part time civilian employees who provide administrative support to the 
Department. The patrol functions of the department are organized into two shifts, with a day shift operating 
between the hours of 6 a.m. and 6.p.m. and a night shift operating between the hours of 6 p.m. and 6 a.m.. A 
supplementary shift provides additional coverage between the hours of 4 p.m. and 4 a.m. to provide additional 
patrol resources during the busiest hours of the day. Emergency calls for service are dispatched by the 
Brunswick County 911 Center, and the average reǎǇƻƴǎŜ ǘƛƳŜ ǘƻ ŜƳŜǊƎŜƴŎȅ Ŏŀƭƭǎ ǿƛǘƘƛƴ ǘƘŜ 5ŜǇŀǊǘƳŜƴǘΩǎ 
service area is approximately 3 minutes.

also responds to emergency calls on a regular basis outside of the City limits in areas that are in close proximity 
to the City, including the residential areas northwest and northeast of the City and the commercial and 
residential areas along Highways 87 and 211. The Department provides this service as part of a mutual aid

municipalities. Given the fact that the Department provides this service to many residents of unincorporated 
areas outside of the City, it is essentially the de facto provider of police protection to many County residents 
who live near the City of Southport. 
 
According to the most recent population count of the City, the current level of staffing provided by the 
Department gives the City a ratio of full time sworn law enforcement personnel to the civilian population of 1 
officer per 257 residents. This exceeds the rate (1 officer per 285 residents) that is seen nationally in cities with 
fewer than 10,000 residents, according to a 2009 US Department of Justice report.  
  
 
Level of Service to the Annexation Area  
Following the effective date of the annexation, the City of Southport Police Department will extend police 
protection to the annexation area on substantially the same basis and in the same manner that it provides this 
service within the current City limits. Prior to the effective date of the annexation, the City will need to expand 
its Department by one sworn officer to ensure that it retains a staffing ratio that is substantially similar to the 
current level of sworn officers to residents. The addition of one new full time officer will give the Department a 
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ratio of one full time sworn officer per 272 residents, which is an insubstantial difference between the current 
and proposed staffing ratio (less than an 8% increase in the number of residents per officer), and still well 
below the national average for similarly sized cities (1 officer per 285 residents). No additional non-sworn 
personnel are anticipated as being necessary to provide the Department with the same level of administrative 
support following the expansion of the department.  
 
Due to logistical issues, lag times in hiring and training, and the need to ensure that the Department has 
sufficient staff available to extend this service immediately following annexation, the Department will need to 
budget for the hiring of the additional officer and the acquisition of the additional equipment required to outfit 
the officer at least 6 months prior to the proposed effective date of the annexation. Accordingly, these funds 
will need to be budgeted as part of the FY 2011-12 budget. The City has estimated that the cost of expanding 
the Department by one additional officer will include initial costs of $44,000 for the purchase of required 
equipment (vehicle, radio, weapon, personal equipment and supplies), and ongoing costs of at least $45,000 
per year in salary and benefits for the position. It is anticipated that all of the initial costs will be incurred in the 
fiscal year prior to the effective date of the annexation, as the new equipment is purchased in preparation for 
the hiring and deployment of the additional officer. To be conservative, it is estimated that the officer that will 
be hired to fill the additional position will need to be hired a minimum of 6 months prior to the effective date 
of the annexation in order to ensure that the Department is at full strength and the new officer has received all

addition of the position to the budget necessary in FY 2011-12, most likely beginning in January, and based on 
the part year salary, the City would incur an expense of approximately $22,500 related to staffing costs in the 
fiscal year prior to the annexation becoming effective.  
 
Based on this estimate, the City would incur expenses in FY 2011-12 of $66,500, including one time capital 
costs of $44,000 and staffing costs of $22,500. Following the effective date of the annexation, the City would 
have recurring costs related to the additional position of $45,000 annually. All funds necessary for the 
provision of this service to the annexed area will be budgeted from general fund revenues. 
 

FIRE PROTECTION 
 
Current Level of Service 
The City of Southport Fire Department provides fire protection services within the City limits, and throughout

Dispatching 
services for the Fire Department is provided by the Brunswick County 911 center. The Department recently 
constructed a new fire station located at 1011 North Howe Street, providing it a more central location from 
which to respond to the most densely populated portions of its district, and giving it better access to the main 
roads that it uses to access outlying portions of its fire district. Housed at the station, and available for

of the high level of service provided by this all volunteer department, the area is designated with an ISO rating 
of 4, which significantly reduces property insurance rates within the fire fee district. 
 
The Fire Department is a City department, but it is funded entirely through fire fees, which are assessed to the 
ƻǿƴŜǊǎ ƻŦ ǊŜŀƭ ǇǊƻǇŜǊǘȅ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ 5ŜǇŀǊǘƳŜƴǘΩǎ ŦƛǊŜ fee district. These fees are collected by Brunswick County and 
disbursed to the City, which uses this fee income to fund the operation of the Department. The /ƛǘȅΩǎ fire 
district currently includes all areas within the City limits, all areas outside of the City limits located south and 
east of the Progress Energy cooling canal, and extends north along NC Highway 87/133 to Sunny Point, west 
along NC 211 to the Long Beach Road area, and south along Long Beach Road to the Oak Island corporate 
limits. 
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Level of Service to the Annexation Area 
Since the area proposed for annexation is currently within the CityΩǎ ŦƛǊŜ ŘƛǎǘǊƛŎǘΣ ǘƘŜ CƛǊŜ 5ŜǇŀǊǘƳŜƴǘ ƛǎ 
currently providing this service to the area in the same manner and on the same basis that it provides the 
service to areas within the current City limits. Upon and after the effective date of the proposed annexation, 
the Fire Department will continue to provide this service to the area on the same basis and in the same 
manner that the service is currently provided. No changes in fires fees will occur as a direct result of the 
annexation since fees area calculated on a basis that does not take into consideration whether a particular 
property in the district is located inside or outside of the City limits. 
 

STREET MAINTENANCE 
 
Current Level of Service 
The City of Southport Public Services Department currently provides street maintenance services on 23.73 
miles of paved streets, 0.49 miles of unsurfaced dirt streets and 0.4 miles of streets that are either graded or 
surfaced with stone or gravel within thŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ ŎƻǊǇƻǊŀǘŜ ƭƛƳƛǘǎΦ aŀƛƴǘŜƴŀƴŎŜ ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜǎ ǇŜǊŦƻǊƳŜŘ ōȅ /ƛǘȅ 
personnel include pothole patching, mowing, ditch maintenance and street sweeping. Other services, such as 
paving and other large construction projects are performed by contractors. Each year the Public Services 
Department assesses the needs of the system and the Board of Aldermen allocate funds for street resurfacing 
projects on an as needed basis. Street maintenance services are not provided to streets which are maintained 
by the North Carolina Department of Transportation or private streets. Property owners along private streets

Board of Aldermen to improve said streets, and at its discretion, the Board may authorize the project and 
establish a level of cost sharing between the City and the adjoining property owners in accordance with the 
standards set forth in NCGS 160A-217.  
 
Level of Service to the Annexation Area 
From and after the effective date of the annexation, the City will extend street maintenance services on 
substantially the same basis and in the same manner that it provides this service within the current City limits 
to all streets within the annexation area that are not private streets or streets that are maintained by the NC 
Department of Transportation. Property owners on private streets may petition the City for acceptance of the

All streets listed above are public streets per statements or notations on subdivision plats filed with the 
Brunswick County Register of Deeds. Streets in the area proposed for annexation that the City will not assume 
maintenance responsibility for following the effective date of the annexation are Robert Ruark Drive SE, which 
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is maintained by the NCDOT, and Fairley Street SE, which is noted as a private street on the associated 
subdivision plat.

funding for street maintenance, including resurfacing funds, is approximately $11,633 per mile. With the

SOLID WASTE COLLECTION 
 
Current Level of Service 
The City of Southport provides solid waste collection services to all developed single family residential

yard debris and recyclable materials. Household solid waste collection is provided weekly to all residential 
customers within the City. The collection of recyclables is provided every other week on the same day as 
household waste collection. Yard debris is collected twice per month during the same week that recycling 
collection is performed. All of these services are provided on a fee for service basis, which is billed at a rate of 
$4.83 per month per household. All of these services are provided on a contract basis with Waste 
Management Inc., a private solid waste collection firm. 
 
Level of Service to the Annexation Area 
From and after the effective of the proposed annexation, the City will, through its contract with Waste 
Management Inc., provide solid waste collection services on substantially the same basis and in the same 
manner that it provides these services to solid waste customers within the current City limits. The area is 
currently provided with this service on a similar basis by Brunswick County. The effect of the annexation will be

As this 
service is provided on a fee basis that is intended only to reimburse the City for its contract expenses for the 
service, it is not anticipated that any additional funding beyond the monthly service fees will be necessary for 
the City to extend solid waste collection services to the area.  
 

WATER SERVICE 
 
Current Level of Service 
The City of Southport operates a municipal water distribution system that provides water service to areas

The City of Southport operates a municipal wastewater collection system that provides sewer service to areas 
witƘƛƴ ǘƘŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ ŎƻǊǇƻǊŀǘŜ ƭƛƳƛǘǎ as well as some extraterritorial areas. Sewer customers are charged a 
monthly fee for service based on their level of water consumptiƻƴΦ tŜǊ ǘƘŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ ŎǳǊǊŜƴǘ ŀŘƻǇǘŜŘ ǎŎƘŜŘǳƭŜ ƻŦ 
fees, this consists of a base charge and a usage charge, which is assessed per 1,000 gallons of water 
consumption. There is currently no difference in either the base or usage fees charged to customers based on 
their location inside or outside of the City limits.

The City has 500,000 gallons per day of allocated sewer capacity that it is allowed to transmit 
to the County system. On average, the City is currently transmitting 300,000 gallons per day of wastewater 
into the County system, leaving approximately 200,000 gallons of capacity for service expansion.

The included water and sewer maps detail the current extent of sewer infrastructure in the area 
proposed for annexation, which is limited to those areas directly adjacent to Forest Oaks Drive SE. In

In order to better inform the potentially benefitted property owners of the likely costs associated with the 
extension of this service to individual lots, the City has contracted with a consulting engineer, who has 
prepared maps and a cost estimate detailing the proposed locations of sewer infrastructure to provide direct 
access to sewer service to those areas that lack sewer infrastructure in the annexation area. The included 
conceptual design of the proposed sewer infrastructure to directly serve individual lots in the annexation area 
is included for information purposes only, and does not commit the City to any individual sewer line 
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extensions. Existing sewer mains located adjacent to the area proposed for annexation (as shown on the 
included water and sewer maps) will be utilized to provide extensions into the area proposed for annexation.  
 
It is anticipated that the City will utilize the intervening period between the adoption of the annexation 
ordinance and its effective date to gauge the interest in sewer service among the property owners in the 
annexation area, and work with those property owners who desire individual sewer service to prepare more 
detailed construction plans and develop a financing model for the desired infrastructure. This will allow both 
the City and the potentially benefitted property owners to determine the financial feasibility, as well as 
necessity, of the installation of sewer lines to serve individual properties. Upon the effective date of the 
annexation, the City may begin considering petitions for sewer line extensions into the annexation area, and 
the Board of Aldermen may begin the process of extending other sewer lines through the area that it deems to

The cost estimate that was developed to accompany the conceptual design for the sewer infrastructure is 
included in this section as an illustrative example of the potential cost of serving the entire area directly with 
sewer lines extending to each property. This preliminary estimate is subject to change, based upon more 
detailed engineering and the length and location of sewer infrastructure that is requested by property owners 
in the area. If successful petitions for the installation of all of the conceptual sewer infrastructure shown on the 
included maps were to be accepted and approved by the Board of Aldermen, the cost of installing all of the 
sewer lines and associated infrastructure would be approximately $3,784,000. As discussed earlier, the cost of 
these extensions may potentially be borne entirely by benefitted property owners in the area proposed for 
annexation, at the discretion of the Board of Aldermen. Given the potentially high cost of directly serving all 
individual properties within the area proposed for annexation, the issuance of revenue bonds, or a similar 
financing mechanism, would be necessary to accomplish the extension of sewer to each lot in the annexation 
area. The issuance of revenue bonds with a maturity equal to the length of the maximum length of an 
installment payment plan for a special assessment (10 years) that included all costs for the extension of the 
conceptual sewer infrastructure into the area proposed for annexation would have annual payments of 
$488,622, total interest payments of $1,032,222 and total payments over the life of the bond of $4,816,222 
(based on an assumed 5% interest rate).  
 
Following the installation of any sewer lines, the owners of developed property will be required to connect to 
the sewer lines, at their expense, within thirty (30) days of their installation, and will be responsible for paying

STATEMENT OF THE IMPACT OF THE ANNEXATION ON FIRE PROTECTION IN THE AREAS TO BE

Since the proposed annexation area is within the CityΩǎ fire district, the City of Southport Fire Department 
currently provides fire protection services to this area. The annexation will result in no change in the level of 
fire protection that is provided to the area.

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STATEMENT SHOWING HOW THE PROPOSED ANNEXATION WILL AFFECT THE CITYΩ{ FINANCES AND 
SERVICES, INCLUDING REVENUE CHANGE ESTIMATES. 
 
The following is a summary of the anticipated annual revenues that the City will receive and the estimated 
annual expenditures that the City will incur prior to, and following, the annexation of the area described in this 
report. The figures contained in this statement reflect only those major sources of revenue that the can 
reasonably forecast, and the estimated expenditures (if any) related to the provision of the six major services 
that the City is required to extend to the annexed area.  
 

INCOME SUMMARY 
 
As a result of the proposed annexation, it is estimated that the CityΩǎ ǊŜǾŜƴǳŜ ǿƛƭƭ ƛƴŎǊŜŀǎŜ ōȅ ǘƘŜ ŦƻƭƭƻǿƛƴƎ 
amounts as a result of the proposed annexation.  
 
Ad Valorem Tax Revenue 
The City of Southport currently levies an ad valorem tax of $0.18 per $100 of valuation on all real property and 
non-exempt personal property within its corporate limits. The City has estimated, that based on current tax 
values, the additional ad valorem levy for real property in the area proposed for annexation will be $146,246 
per year. This increase in taxes on real property represents an increase of approximately 9.25% over the 
budgeted levy for FY 2010-11. Ad valorem taxes on motor vehicles are expected to increase by approximately 
$6,050 annually, based on the current per capita levy in the FY 2010-11 budget. This represents an increase of 
approximately 15% over current budgeted collection estimates.   
 
The previously stated figures regarding ad valorem revenue will likely be impacted by the county-wide 
revaluation that is entering its final stages. The actual value of real property within the area proposed for

finalized and the City alters its tax rate in response to the revaluation. Given the fluid nature of the situation 
regarding final tax values and future tax rates the current FY tax rate and 2010 tax values were utilized to 
prepare this estimate. As the tax value and rate situation are clarified in coming months, the report will be 
updated to reflect the new information. 
 
Sales Tax Revenue 
The City of Southport receives distributions of sales and use taxes which are collected by the NC Department of 
Revenue and redistributed to counties and municipalities on a monthly basis. In Brunswick County, such 
distributions are made based on per capita basis. Based on the recently released 2010 Census population data,

While a truly accurate revenue estimate is unknowable given the variables that exist, including municipal 
annexations and growth in other municipalities and in the County in the next fiscal year, and future revenue 
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collection rates, the City has estimated that revenues will increase by approximately $66,000 per year based 
on the most current information available.  
 
Electric Franchise / Piped Natural Gas, Telecommunications and Video Programming Tax Revenue 
The NC Department of Revenue collects sales and franchise taxes on electric sales, natural gas sales, 
telecommunication services and video programming services, a portion of which are redistributed to 
municipalities based on the collection of those revenues within the subject jurisdiction. While these revenues 
are difficult to accurately estimate, an attempt has been made to do so for this report in order to give a more 
accurate potential revenue summary for the City and its residents to consider.

Combined Income Estimate 
As a result of this annexation, the City estimates that its revenues will increase by $273,195 per year. This 
estimate is for initial planning purposes only, and should be refined as more reliable revenue estimates 
become available closer to the effective date of the annexation so that more accurate expected incomes can 
be included in the budget for the fiscal year that will correspond with the effective date of the annexation. 
 

EXPENSE SUMMARY

could be borne by benefitted property owners if all of the conceptual line extensions are successfully 
petitioned for by qualifying property owners in the area. In this case, given the large potential cost of the 
installation of the sewer lines through the area, the City would likely have to finance the project(s) through the 
issuance of a revenue bond or similar financing instrument. Assuming a 10 year maturity, such a revenue bond 
issuance would cause the City to incur annual costs of $488,622 per year for 10 years.  It is anticipated that the 
Board of Aldermen would adopt an assessment method for the project(s) that would ensure that the City 
would recover one hundred (100) percent of the cost of installing the requested sewer infrastructure.  
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Combined Cost Estimate 
In the fiscal year prior to the effective date of the annexation, it is anticipated that the City would incur costs of 
$66,500. In the fiscal year coinciding with the effective date of the annexation, the City would begin incurring 
additional annual costs (and revenue losses) of at least $110,283 per year that will not be covered by user fee 
revenues. 
 
Additional potential costs associated with potential installation of additional sewer infrastructure in the 
annexation area are not definitely known at this time, but based on the conceptual sewer service design and 
cost estimate, the project may have costs of approximately $488,622 per year for 10 years associated with the 
capital improvements. The entire amount of any sewer extension costs may be recovered by the City through 
special assessments on benefitted property owners.  
 
For illustrative purposes, if the City were to issue debt in the fiscal year following the effective date of the 
annexation to finance the cost of the conceptual sewer line extensions, the combined annual expense would 
be approximately $598,905 per year during the 10 year period immediately following the annexation. 
 

INCOME / EXPENSE SUMMARY 
 
Excluding potential capital infrastructure costs, the City could reasonably expect to realize a net increase in 
income of $162,192 in the fiscal year immediately following the proposed annexation, which would be reduced 
to $96,412 to account for prior year costs associated with extending police protection to the annexation area.
